Small Train-ABC for Foreigners

Trains from Airport Rail Station to Duisburg Cernt&tation depart nearly every 15 minutes. There are
information boards regarding the timetable at thati®. The yellow ones show the departure times
(Abfahrt). The train ride takes about 10 to 12 nsu There is no stop in between.

There are two types of trains existing:

1. Regional trains (Regionalexpress (RE))
The regional trains RE1, RE3 and RE11 are goirfguisburg Central Station. You have to buy a ticket
in advance. Ticket can be bought at the Airport Btition at an automatic ticket counter. At thukeit
counter you have to look up the number for DuisbidBF and have to type it into the counter. The
counter will ask for the money and after paying yeill receive the ticket. At the entrance of the
platform you have to stamp the ticket (little orargpx called ‘Entwerter’) to get it valid.

2. Long distance trains (IC or ICE)
A ticket can be bought on the train.
